Before installing your spindles and assembly taps it is important to decide the orientation in which you would like your taps to turn on.
Below the arrow indicates the direction the tap will turn 90 degrees to the ON position.

Use the graphics below to decide which side to install the red and blue spindles into the breech for your desired orientation.
Ensure to make your plumber aware of your decision before rough in stage begins.
